The Piper in the Scottish Clan System was a very impor-

tant person, in times of joy or sadness the music of the pipes was an essential.  The 

Highland wedding is a joyous and exciting occasion always has a piper in Full Highland 

dress to make the occasion all the more special and memorable by adding colour and 

sound to the perfect day.

1.	 We can hold a provision booking for 10 days from the date of booking, that is for the wedding function plus rooms 
if required.

2.	 To confirm a provisional booking a non-refundable deposit of £500 is required for the wedding function.

3.	 We also require a credit card to guarantee the bookings for any rooms reserved. We will not charge your card 
unless rooms are subsequently cancelled, in which case a charge of £50 per room per night will be charged to the 
card. If cancelled, changed or no show within 14 days prior to arrival, then we reserve the right to charge one 
night’s accommodation less £25, per room. Room charges are to be paid on check-out, if no other method of pay-
ment is available at check-out, then we will charge the card used to guarantee the rooms.

4.	 Payment of this will acknowledge acceptance of our booking conditions and an official receipt will be given.

5.	 For any reservation remaining unconfirmed after 10 days from date of booking, the hotel reserves the right to 
automatically release the booking.	

6.	 Finals details of your wedding arrangements are required no later than 21 days prior to the event., this has to 
include:
